If your child/children were on FREE or REDUCED Breakfast and Lunch last year from Providence
Creek Academy or any other school district you must fill out a new form every school year.

If you would like to pay ahead for Breakfast and Lunch you may do so by, check or cash. Please
make sure the child/children’s name (first and last) are in the memo part of the check. Please put in
envelope marked cafeteria lunch account or to Sandy Dukes. Payment through internet will be
available soon.

Lunch prices are $2.25 reduced lunch is $.40, Breakfast prices are $1.35 reduced breakfast is $.25.
Field trip lunches if ordered will be the same prices.

Ala-Carte items are sold during lunch; please let us know if your child/children may purchase these
items. Students in all grades will not be sold ala-carte items unless they purchase a lunch or bring a
lunch from home.
